Building on a large base of weekly participants (150,000*), England Boxing is 
committed to maximising the potential of the sport through the legacy of successful 
London 2012 Olympic Games.

To enable prospective members or anyone trying to find your club please ensure that 
the following information accurately reflects that of your club: 
 

i. Club address - Please note this should be the club address and not the 
postal address as this will display on the Club Finder, you can add postal 
address at the bottom right hand side of the contact page within the add/edit

ii. Contact details – Telephone number, email and website address, to enter 
your website address please place http:// before the www. 

 

 
iii. Club facilities – The facilities section must be completed for you to appear on 

the Club Finder, if you do not complete this section then the Club Finder will 
not pick up your club 
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iv. Operational info - This is a new section of The Vault where clubs can add
